 Admission Details 
Students who want to apply to the Nursing Program must do the following before submitting their application: 

1. Complete all factored courses with a minimum grade of “B” (within two attempts in a five-year period). 

2. Complete all non-factored courses with a grade of “C” or higher. 

3. Obtain a Washington State Nursing Assistant Certification (NAC). 

4. Complete the ATI TEAS Exam and receive a 70% overall score as well as the minimum scores in each section on one test, scores cannot be combined:  

· Reading 75% 

· Science 63% 

· Math 72% 

· English 70%.  

The test can be retaken to meet the scores required.  Students are allowed two attempts per year. This means that you can’t have more than two attempts in the 365-day period prior to the published application deadline for the cycle for which you are applying.
5. Cumulative college-level GPA of 2.5 or higher (all courses, all colleges).
Applying to the Program 

Students who have successfully completed the academic and non-academic requirements listed above are qualified to apply to the Nursing Program. Please do not apply if you have not met all requirements.  Applications are carefully reviewed and those which have met the requirements will be eligible for admission to the lottery.

Lottery 

All qualified applicants are entered into the lottery and receive 40 base points. However, additional points can be received or subtracted as indicated below.
